While the gospel existed before creation, God began to accomplish the plan
through the work of Jesus on earth. Mark links the appearance of the good news
to the official beginning of the Messiah’s public ministry. This is not just any official
announcement; this good news concerns Jesus, who bears the title “"Christ,” which
IS the Greek equivalent of the Hebrew title "Messiah.” Moreover, this Christ is “the

Son of God,” an explicit assertion of His deity. The good news isnt a mystery to be
unraveled.

The good news isn’t a philosophy to comprehend, a perspective to

adopt, or a set of life principles to apply. The good news is a person. He
Is the long-awaited Messiah, God in human flesh, whose name is Jesus.
